SORA process in connection with applications to study

1. Applicant’s obligation to provide information

The applicant must answer the SORA questions on the application form regarding whether there is any
factor affecting their state of health or functional capacity that could pose an obstacle to them being
admitted as a student or whether the applicant's right to study has previously been cancelled based on
the SORA legislation.

Notification of the need for further information

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2. Student selection

If the student is admitted, their selection is condition-
al until they have provided the necessary informa-
tion about their state of health.

The Admission Services sends the applicant an email containing a link to the E-lomake form for
providing a statement on the state of health, which the applicant must complete by the deadline.
